A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES IN THE AMOUNT 
0F  $216,859  BETWEEN  THE  CITY  0F  TAMPA  AND  J.  KOKOLAKIS  CONTRACTING,  INC.,  IN 
CONNECTION  WITH  CONTRACT  20-C-0004l;  SOLID  WASTE  DEPARTMENT  TRUCK  WASH 
FACILITY  -  DESIGN  BUILD;  AUTHORIZING  THE  MAYOR  OF  TIIE  CITY  OF  TAMPA  TO 
EXECUTE SAME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, via the competitive selection process in accordance with Florida Statutes Section 287.055, 
Consultants' Competitive Negotiation Act and consistent with Federal procurement policies, as applicable, the City of 
Tampa ("City") selected J. Kokolakis Contracting, Inc., ("Design Builder") to provide professional services in 
connection with Contract 20-C-0004 I ; Solid Waste Department Truck Wash Facility -DB, ("Project") as detailed in the 
Agreement for Consultant Services ("Agreement"); and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to enter into an agreement with the Design Builder to provide certain 
professional services; and 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the City of Tampa to enter into this Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL 
0F THE CITY OF TAMPA, FLORIDA: 

Section I.  That the Agreement between the city of Tampa and J. Kokolakis contracting, Inc., in comection with 
Contract 20-C-00041 ; Solid Waste Department Truck Wash Facility -DB as detailed in said Agreement, a copy of which is 
attached hereto and made part hereof, is authorized and approved in its entirety or in substantially similar fom. 

Section 2.  That the Mayor of the city ofTampa is authorized and empowered to execute, and the city clerk to 
attest and affix the official seal of the City ofTampa to, said Agreement on behalf of the City of Tampa. 

Section 3.  This agreement will provide $216,859 for the solid waste Truck wash Facility Renovations 
Project for use by the Solid Waste & Environmental Program Management Department within the Solid Waste 
C apital/C onstruction Fund. 

Section 4.  That other proper officers of the city of Tampa are authorized to do all things necessary and 
proper in order to carry out and make effective the provisions of this Resolution, which shall take effect immediately

AGREEMENT FOR DESIGN-BUILD INITIAL SERVICES 

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into at Tampa, Florida, this 
2021, by and between the City of Tampa, a municipal corporation of the  State of Florida, hereinafter refened to 
as  "City",  and  the  following  entity  authorized  to  do  business  in  the  State  of Florida:  J.  Kokolakis  Contracting, 
Inc., hereinafter referred to as "Firm", with an FEIN of 11-2268317.-SETH: 

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage the Firm to perform certain services pertinent to such work which 
shall  be  referred  to  as  Contract  20-C-00041;  Solid  Waste  Department  Truck  Wash  Facility  -  Design  Build 
"Project"  in  accordance with this Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, the Fin desires to provide such services in accordance with this Agreement. 

NOW,  THEREFORE,  in  consideration  of  the  mutual  covenants,  promises,  representations  and 
considerations to be kept, perfomed and paid, the parties hereto agree for themselves, their successors and assigns, as 
follous: 

I.  GENERAL SCOPE OF THIS AGREEMENT 

A.  The relationship of the Firm to the City shall be that of an independent professional Design-Builder foir 
the Project;  and the Firm shall provide the Initial  Design-Build services required under this Agreement in accordance 
with acceptable arch itectural/engineering/construction practices and ethical standards. 

8.  Any additional services to be provided by the Firm shall be set out in detail by subsequent Agreement. 

C.  The Guaranteed Maximum Price proposal to be prepared and provided by the Fim in accordance with 
this  Agreement  shall be used as  a basis  for negotiating  the  future  Agreement  for Construction  Services.  A Design-
Build Fee not to exceed eight percent (8%) shall be used in the calculation of the Total Project Cost. 

D.  The scope of services to be provided is indicated in Exhibit A. 

11. DATA AND SERVICES T0 BE PROVIDED BY THE CITY 

The City shall provide: 

A.  Available plans and specifications of existing construction. 

8.  Ground topography. 

Ill. PERIOD 0F SERVICE 

A.  The Fin shall be in work after recei t of a full executed co y of the Agreement.  All work 
shall be completed by after issunnce of the Notice to 
Proceed. 

8.  The  Fim's  services  called  for under this  Agreement  shall  be  completed provided that,  if the  Finn's 
services are delayed for reasons beyond the Fim's control, the time of performance shall be adjusted appropriately. 

IV.  GENERAL CONSIDE RATIONS 

A.  All original sketches, tracings, drawings, computations, details, design calculations, specifications and 
other documents  and plans  that  result from the  Fim's  services  under this  Agreement shall become  and remain thee 
property of the City upon receipt of payment by the Firm from the City for services rendered in connection with the 



 

               

              

 

 

         

 
  

  

  

              

   

preparation of said sketches, tracings, etc.  Where such documents are required to be filed with governmental agencies, 
the Firm will fuulsh copies to the City upon request. 

8.  The City acknowledges that the materials cited in Paragraph IV. A. above, which are provided by the 
Firm, are not intended for use in connection with any project or purpose other than the Project and purpose for which 
such materials were prepared without prior written consent and adaptation by the Firm shall be at the City's sole risk, 
and the Firm shall have no responsibility or liability therefor, 

C.  Any use by the City of such materials in connection with a project or purpose other than that for which 
such materials were prepared without prior written consent and adaptation by the Firm shall be at the City's sole risk, 
and the Firm shall have no responsibility or liability therefore. 

V.  COMPENSATION 

The City shall compensate the Firm for the Initial Design-Build services perfomed under this Agreement 
in the amount of $216,859 in accordance with Exhibit 8. 

VI.  PAYMENT 

Payments shall be made upon presentation of the Firm's approved invoice. 

VII. RECORDS 

Records  for Personnel  Expenses  shall  be  kept  on  a  generally  recognized  accounting  basis  and  shall  be 
available to the City or its authorized representative at mutually convenient times. 

With  respect to  all  matters covered by  this  Agreement,  records  will be made  available  for examination, 
audit,  inspection,  or  copying  purposes  at  any  time  during  normal  business  hours  at  a  location  within  Hillsborough 
County,  Florida  as  often  as  the  City,  HUD  (if applicable),  representatives  of the  Colnptroller  General  of the United 
States  or  other  federal  ageney  may  reasonably  require.  Firm  will  pemit  same  to  be  examined  and  excerpts  or 
transcriptions made or duplicated from  such records,  and audits made of all  contracts, invoices,  materials, records of 
personnel  and of employment and  other data  relating to  all  matters  covered by this Agreement.  The City's right of 
inspection and audit shall obtain likewise with reference to any audits made by any other agency, whether local, state or 
federal. Fim shall retain all records and supporting documentation applicable to this Agreement for five (5) years froin 
the  date  of submission of the annual  performance report to  HUD,  if applicable.  If any litigation,  claim,  negotiation, 
audit,  mohitoring,  inspection  or  other  action  has  been  started  before  the  expiration  of the  required  record  retention 
period,  records must be retained until completion of the action and resolution of all issues which arise from it, or the 
end of the required period, whichever is later. 

vlll.  pERsor`INEL 

The Firm represents that it has or will secure, at its own expense, all persormel required in performing the 
services under this Agreement.  All personnel engaged in the work shall be fully qualified and shall be authorized or 
permitted  under  State  and  local  law  to  perform  such  services.  No  person  who  is  serving  sentence  in  a  penal  or 
correctional  institution  shall  be  employed  on  \rork  under this  Agreement.  The  Fim  further  certifies  that  all  of its 
enlployees assigned to serve the City have such knowledge and experience as required to perform the duties assigned to 
them.  Any  employee  of the  Firm  who,  in  the  opinion  of the  City,  is  incompetent,  or  whose  conduct  becomes 
detrimental  to  the  work,  shall  immediately  be  removed  from  association  with  the  certain  professional  engineering 
services under this Agreement. 

IX.  SUSPENSION. CANCELLATION OR ABANDONMENT 

Suspension, cancellation or abandonment of this Agreement shall be necessitated if any of the following 
occur:  disclosure  of  City  confidential  infonnation,  procedures  or  activities;  failure  of the  Fim  to  aggressively, 



              

  
  

 
       

   

adequately, timely and appropriately perform the services required by this Agreement to the satisfaction of the City, or 
other similar cause. 

In the event the Project is suspended, cancelled or abandoned at the City's sole discretion, the Firm shall be 
given  fifteen  (15)  days  prior  written  notice  of such  action  and  shall  be  compensated  for  the  professional  services 
provided and reimbursable expenses incurred up to the date of suspension, cancellation or abandonment in an amount 
mutually agreed to by the City and Fin and supported by back-up documentation. 

Upon suspension, cancellation or abandonment of the Project by the City, the Firm shall immediately cease 
work,  deliver  all  original  sketches,  tracings,  drawings,  computations,  details,  design  calculations,  specifications  and 
other documents and plans that result from the Firm's services under this Agreement, and shall be compensated for its 
services rendered up to the time of such suspension, canceuation or abandonment on a quantum merit basis; and the  City 
shall have no further financial obligation to the Fin. 

X.  TE RMINATI0N 

A.  Termination for Cause. 

In  the  event that the  Fim  shall  for any reason or through any cause not have  completed performance 
within the time fixed for performance under this Agreement; or any representation or warranty made under Article XII 
of this Agreement shall prove to be untrue in any material respect; or the Firm shall otherwise be in default under this 
Agreement; or the Firm has subcontracted, assigned, delegated, transferred its rights, obligations or interests under 
this  Agreement without the City's consent or approval; or the Firm has filed bankruptey, become insolvent or made 
an assignment for the benefit of creditors, or a receiver, or similar officer has been appointed to take charge of all or 
part of Firm assets; or the Firm disclosed City confidential information, procedures or activities; or the Firm falls to 
adequately, timely and appropriately perform the services required by this Agreement or other similar cause. 

Then the City may provide five (5) days written notice that the conduct of the Firm is sueh that the interests 
of the City are likely to be impaired or prejudiced, stating the facts upon which the opinion is based. Then the City may 
upon  fifteen  (15)  days  written  notice,  and  at  the  end  of the  (15)  days  teminate  this  Agreement  for  cause  therein 
`Tennination Date'). Upon that termination for cause, the Firm shall be entitled to compensation for services properly 

and  satisfactorily  performed  through  the  date  of such  termination  for  cause.  However,  no  allowance  shall  be 
included for termination expenses.  In the event of such termination for cause, the Firm shall be entitled to receive 
just and equitable  compensation for any satisfactory work performed as  of the Termination Date;  however,  Firm 
shall not be compensated for any anticipatory profits that have not been earned as  of the date of the Termination 
Date.  All work accomplished by Firm prior to the Termination Date shall be documented. In the event the project is 
tenninated  for  cause  pursuant  to  this  Article,  the  Firm  shall  deliver  all  original  sketches,  tracings,  drawings, 
computations,  details,  design  calculatious,  specifications  and  other  doculnents  and  plans  that result  from  the  Firm's 
services under this Agreemut The aforementioned original sketches, tracings, drawings, computations, details, design 
calculations,  apecifications  and  other documents  and  plans  shall  be  without  restriction  on  future  use  by  the  City. 
Notwithstanding the above or any section herein to the contrary, Firm shall not be relieved of liability to the City 
for damages sustained by the City by virtue of any breach of the Contract by Firm. 

8. Termination for Convenience. 

The City may reduce the scope of work or terminate work under this Agreement or amendment to this 
Agreement without cause;  in the event of such scope reduction or termination other than for cause, the City shall 
compensate the Firm for services properly perfomed through the date of such reduction in scope or termination, 
which date shall be fixed in written notice from the City and which date shall be not sooner than fifteen (15) days 
after notice. Notwithstanding sueh tennination or reduetion in scope, the City shall be entitled to receive from the 
Firm upon request any and all  information related to the  Project and the City shall preserve and protect all  such 
information and assure ready access  thereto  by the  Fin  in connection with resolution of the amount  due  to  the 
Firm.  The  City,  at  its  own  discretion,  shall  be  entitled  to  direct  the  Firm  to  terminate  any  or  all  the  Firm's 
subcontracts  or  subcousulting  agreements.  In  the  event the project  is  tenninated  for convenience  pursuant to  this 
Article,  the  Firm  shall  deliver  all  original  sketches,  tracings,  drawings,  computations,  details,  design  calculations, 
specifications  and  other  documents  and  plans  that  result  from  the  Finn's  services  under  tis  Agreement.  The 
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aforementioned  original  sketches,  tracings,  drawings,  computations,  details,  design  calculations,  specifications  and 
other documents and plans shall be without restriction on future use by the City. 

XI.  INSURANCE 

The  Firm,  at  its  own  cost  and  expense,  shall  effect  and  maintain  at  all  times  during  the  life  of this 
Agreement insurance, in accordance with that indicated in Exhibit C. 

XII.  INTERESTS OF MEMBERS OF THE CITY 

No member of the governing body of the City and no other officer, employee, or agent of the City who 
exercise any functions or responsfoilities  in  comection with the carrying out of the Project to  which this Agreement 
pertains shall have any personal interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement. 

XIII.  INTEREST OF THE FIRM 

The Firm covenants that it presently has no interest and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, in 
any project to which this Agreement pertains or any other interest which would conflict in any manner or degree with 
its  perfomance  of any  contracted  service  hereunder.  The  Firm  funher  coveirants  that  in  the  performance  of this 
Agreement no person having such interest shall be employed. 

The Firm warrants that he or she has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a bona 
tide employee working solely for the Fim to solicit or secure this Agreement and that he or she has not paid or agreed 
to pay any person, company, corporation, individual, or Firm, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the 
Fim  any  fee,  commission,  percentage,  gift,  or other consideration  contingent upon  or resulting  from  the  award  or 
making of this Agreement. 

The Firm shall disclose any clients that may either conflict with or affect its independent judgment when 
performing any work for the City of Tampa covered by this Agreement  Failue of the Firm to disclose the above 
professional conflict of interest may result in temination of this Agreement and may require the retun of all payments, 
if any, made to  the Fin  from the  City.  If,  in its  sole discretion,  the  City of Tampa determines  that a professional 
conflict of interest is deemed to exist, the Firm shall be in default of this Agreement. 

XIV.  COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 

A.  The Firm shall comply with the applicable requirements of State laws and all Ordinances of the City of 
Tampa as amended from tine to time. 

8.  If the Project involves E.P.A. Grant eligible work, the Cfty and the Firm agree that the provisions of 40 
CFR,  Part  35,  Appendix  C-I,  shall  become  a  part  of this  Agreement  and  that  such  provisions  shall  supersede  any 
conflicting provisions of this Agreement for work performed. 

C.  If the Project involves work under other Federal or State Grantors or Approving Agencies, the City and 
the Firm shall review and approve the applicable required provisions, or any other supplemental provisions as may be 
included in the Agreement. 

D.  The Firm shall assist the City in complying with all applicable teITns and conditions of the goverrment 
grgrants  under Title XIII,  Subchapter C, Part I of the Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act of 1993  (26 U.S.C.  1391, et 
seq.) and under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 ¢L 93-383), 24 CFR Part 570 e/ sea. 

E.  The Firm agrees to comply with the requirements of the  Secretary of Labor in accordance with the 
Davis-Bacon Act as amended, the provisions of contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 327 e/ sea.J 
and all other applicable Federal, state and local laws and regulations pertaining to labor standard insofar as those acts 
apply to the performance of this Agreement. 



  

 

            

 

          

 

  

         

 

 

      

F.  Truth-In-Negotiation Certification:  The Firm certifies that the wage rates and other factual unit costs 
supporting the compensation are accurate, complete, and cunent at the time of the execution of the Agreement of which 
this Certificate is a part.  The original price and any additious thereto shall be adjusted to exclude any sighificant sums 
by which the City determines the Agreement amount was increased due to inaccurate, incomplete, or non-current wage 
rates  and  other  factual  unit costs  and that  such original  Agreement  adjustments  shall  be  made  within  one  (I)  year 
following the end of the Agreement. 

XV.  ASSIGNABILITY 

The  Fin  shall  not  assign  or  transfer  any  interest  in  this  Agreement  without  consent  from  the  City; 
provided, however, that the claim for money due or to become due the Firm from the City under this Agreement may 
be assigned to a bank or other financial institution or to a Tmstee in Bankruptcy.  Notice of any such assigrment shall 
be furnished promptly to the City. 

XVI.  EOUAL EMPLOYMENT 

During the performance of this Agreement or any related Work Order, the Firm shall: 

A.  Not discrihinate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, 
age, sex, handicap, or national origin. The Firm shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed and 
that  employees  are  treated  during  employment  without  regard  to  their  race,  color,  religion,  age,  sex,  handicap,  or 
national origin.  Such action shall include, but not be linited to the following:  Employment, upgrading, demotion, or 
transfer, recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forins of compensation; and selection for 
training, including apprenticeship.  The Fim shall post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for 
employment, notices to be provided setting forth the provisions of this nondiscrimination clause. 

8.  In all solicitations or adverisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Firm, it must state that 
all  qualified  applicants  will  receive  considerations  for employment  without  regard  to  race,  color,  religion,  age,  sex, 
handicap, or national origin. 

XVII.  EOUAL BUSINESS OPPORTUNITY PROGRAM 

A.  See Exhibit D for Tampa's Equal Business Opportunity Program Procedures. 

8.  The  Firm  shall  demonstrate  good  faith  effort  toward  the  utilization  of  City  of  Tampa  Certified 
Women/Minority Business subcontractors, subFirms or suppliers. 

C.  The City shall make available a list of Certified Women/Minority Enterprises. 

D.  The Firm shall report to the City its subcontractors/subFirms/suppliers solicited or utilizecl as required 
by Exhibit D. 

E.  At the time of the submission of invoices, the Firm shall submit to the City a report (Exhibit D) of all 
subcontractors, subFirms or suppliers utilized with their final contract amounts and any other reports or forms as may 
be required by the City. 

Xl/III.  CODE OF ETHICS 

In  connection  with  this  Agreement,  the  Firm  hereby  covenants  and  agrees  that  it  shall  comply  with  all 
applical)le government laws, statutes, rules and regulations including, without limitation, the City of Tampa's Code of 
Ethics.  Pursuant to Section 2-522 of the City of Tampa Code, the Fim acknowledges that if it fails to comply with the 
City of Tampa's Code of Ethics, such a failure shall render this Agreement voidable by the City and subject the Fim to 
debarment from any future City contracts or agreements. 



  

            

          

        

       

       

 
  

           

XIX. NEGATION OF AGENT OR EMPLOYEE STATUS 

Firm shall perform this Agreement as an independent Firm and nothing contained herein shall in any way 
be construed to constitute Firm or the assistants of Fin to be representative, agent, subagent, or employee of City or 
any  political  subdivision  of the  State  of Florida.  Fim  certifies  Fim's  understanding  that  City  is  not  required  to 
withhold any federal income tax, social security tax, state and local tax, to secure workeris compensation insurance or 
employer's liability insurance of any kind or to take any other action with respect to the insurance or taxes of Firm and 
assistants of Fin 

ln no event and under no circumstances shall any provision of this Agreement make City or any political 
subdivision of the State of Florida liable to any person or entity that contracts with or that provides goods or services to 
Fin in connection with the Services the Firm has agreed to perform hereunder or otherwise, or for any debts or claims 
of any nature accruing to any person or entity against Fim;  and there is no contractual relationship, either express or 
implied, between City or any political subdivision of the State of Florida any person or any political subdivision of the 
State of Florida any person or entity supplying any work, labor, services, goods or materials to Fin as a result of the 
provisions of the Services provided by Firm hereunder or otherwise. 

XX.  SEVERABILITY 

If any  item  or  provision  to  this  Agreement  is  held  invalid  or  unenforceable  by  a  court  of competent 
jurisdiction, the remainder of the Agreement shall not be affected and every other term and provision of this Agreement 
shall be deemed valid and enforceable to the extent permitted by law. 

XXI.  CHOICE OF LAW 

The laws of the State of Florida (without giving effect to its conflicts of law principles) govern all matters 
arising out of or relating to this Agreement, including, without limitation, its  interpretation, constniction, performance 
and enforcement. 

XXII.  DESIGNATI0N OF FORUM 

Any part bringing a legal action or proceeding against any other party arising out of or relating to this 
Agreement  may  bring  the  legal  action  or proceeding  in  the  United  States  District  Court  for  the  Middle  District  of 
Florida, Tampa Division or in any court of the State of Florida sitting in Tainpa. 

XXIII.  AUTEI0 RIZATI0N 

Each  party  represents  to  the  other  that  such  has  authority  under  all  applicable  laws  to  enter  into  an 
agreement containing each covenants and provisions as are contained herein, that all  of the procedural requirements 
imposed by law upon each part for the approval and authorization of this Agreement have been properly completed, 
and that the persons  who  have  executed  the  Agreement  on  behalf of each party  are  authorized  and  empowered  to 
execute said Agreement. 

XXIV.  ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

This Agreement sets forth the entire agreement between the parties and there are no promises or understandings 
other than those stated herein.  Exhibits to this Agreement shall be deemed to be incorporated by reference as though set forth 
in  full  herein.  In  the  event  of a  conflict  or  inconsistency  between  this  Agreement  and  the  provisions  in  the  incorporated 
Exhibits, and unless otherwise specified herein, then this Agreement will prevail. 

XXV.  INDnMNIFlcATloN 

To  the  fullest  extent permitted  by  law,  Firm  shall  indemnify and  hold  harmless  City  from  liabilities,  damages, 
losses  and  costs,  including  reasonable  attomey's  fees,  to  the  extent  caused  by  the  negligence,  recklessness,  or  intentional 
wrongful miscondrct of the Firm and persons employed or utilized by Firm in its performance hereunder. 
The  Firm  shall  not  be required  to  defend,  indemnify  or hold  harmless  the City  for any acts,  omissions,  or negligence  of the 
City, the City's employees, agents, or separate contractors. 
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XXVI.  E STOPPHLAVAIVER 

No waiver of any provisions of this Agreement shall be effective unless it is in writing, signed by the party 
against whom it is asserted and any sueh waiver shall only be applicable to the specific instance in which it relates and 
shall not be deemed to be a continuing waiver. 

The failure of the City to enforce any term or condition of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver or 
estoppel of any subsequent violation of this Agreement. 

XXVII.  AUD IT REOUIREMENTS. 

In the event, that during the period of this Agreement, the Firm expends more than $750,000 in federal 
funds in an operating year from this and other federal grants, the Firm shall, at its own cost and expense, cause to be 
carried out an independent audit.  The  audit shall be completed and a copy furnished to the City, within the earlier 
of thirty  (30)  calendar  days  after  receipt  of the  auditor's  report(s)  or  nine  (9)  months  after  the  end  of the  audit 
period,  unless  a  longer period is agreed to  in advance by the City.  For purposes of this  Agreement,  an operating 
and/or audit year is the equivalent to the Fim's fiscal year.  The determination of when Grant Funds are expended 
is based on when the activity related to the expenditure occurs. 

The  audit  shall  be  conducted  in  compliance  with  the  Office  of Management  and  Budget:  Part  200 
Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, as applicable, 
which are made a part of this Agreement by reference thereto.  In the event the audit shows that the entire  funds 
disbursed  hereunder,  or  any  portion  thereof,  were  not  expended  in  accordance  with  the  conditions  of  this 
Agreement,  the  Firm  shall  be  held  liable  for reimbursement  to  the  City  of all  funds  not expended  in  accordance 
with  these  applicable  regulations  and  Agreement  provisions  within  thirty  (30)  calendar  days  after  the  City  has 
notified the  Firm of such non-compliance.

If expenditure does not exceed $750,000 during an operating year, the Firm shall provide the City with 
its annual financial statement within ninety (90) days of the end of its operating year.  Said financial statement shall 
be prepared by an actively licensed certified public accountant. 

State  Single  Audit:  Each  nonstate  entity  shall  comply  with  all  applicable  requirements  of  section 
215.97,  F.S.,  and  Audit  Requirements.  A  State  single  audit  is  required  if a  nonstate  entity  expends  $750,000  or 
more of State financial assistance in any fiscal year of such nonstate entity in accordance with the requirements of 
the Florida Single Audit Act. 

x-.  DEFAun 
ln accordance with 24 CFR 85.43, a default shall consist of any use of Grant Funds for a purpose other 

tthan as authorized by this Agreement, noncompliance with any provision in all Articles herein, any material breach of 
this Agreement, failure to comply with the audit requirements as provided herein, or failure to expend Grant Funds in a 
tinely or proper manner.  A cancellation for default pursuant to this Article shall not impair or limit the City's relnedy 
for the  Fim.s  breach  of warranty  to  the  extent of work performed,  not  for errors  or omissions  in the  professional 
engineering services prior to cancellation. 

XXIX.  BUD GET APPROPRIATIONS 

The City is subject to Section  166.241, Florida Statutes, and is not authorized to contract for expenditures 
in any fiscal year except in pursuance of bndgeted appropriates.  With respect to this Agreement, the City has budgeted 
and appropriated sufficient mohies to fund the  City's  obligations under this  Agreement.  The obligations of the City 
hereunder shall not constitute a general indebtedness of the City within the meaning of the Florida Constitution.

EXHIBIT A 
Scope of Services 

The  Cfty  desires  a  new  automatic  truck  wash  at  their  Spruce  Street  Yard  to  clean  approximately  80 
municipal waste collection vehicles on  a daily basis.  The system will  be equipped with a new wash  pad 
that will contain wash water runoff and direct it to an adjacent wash water treatment plant that can clean 
and recycle for reuse up to 85% of the wash water, or if desired, discharge a partially treatecl wash water 
into the City's sanitary sewer system.  The system would allow rainwater to be directly discharged to the 
City's stormwater collection system wth the use Of a new, automatic diverter valve. 

The wash  system  is  anticipated  to  include  at  least two soapy water washdown  trains,  wheel  cleaners, 
under carriage wash, and a clean water rinse stage. An RFID system, STOP/GO lisht, hand wash wands 
and water heater also will be provided, Options that will be offered to the Cfty include a wash water cannon, 
blower dryers,  interior pacing  lishts,  automatic drain  sediment clearing,  and  barrier walls to  knockrdown 
overspray and contain aerosol drift. 

The City originally indicated they wanted a gantry system but would consider a fixed system.  The systems 
are similar in that their washing features and performance are similar,  however, with the gantry, the truck 
is parked and a wash eycle takes about 5 minutes, The fixed washing system has the truck slowly moving 
through the washing system and typically takes about 2 minutes.  The Cfty has some concerns about wash 
cycle  timing  with  the  latter.  The  final  selection  can  be  made  by  the  City  once  the  DesigtrBuild  Team 
finishes a cost and features comparison. 

The project budget is $1,200,000, inclusive of all design,  permitting and construction.
