PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This project is evaluating improvements for the West Riverside Heights
Neighborhood to create a safe, attractive, and livable communities as
part of the City’s holistic approach to local road maintenance. The City
started with a “Listen First” approach by engaging the community to
learn about their concerns and to identify potential improvements to
improve safety and reflect the neighborhoods values.

The City will take advantage of the planned neighborhood resurfacing
to implement other features to slow vehicle speeds, improve safety and
support multimodal options in the neighborhood.
