The 0.5 mile segment of Manhattan Ave from north of Richardson Ave 
to Interbay Blvd is a 2-lane local, residential roadway with a posted 
speed of 20 mph and is adjacent to MacDill Air Force Base.  Manhattan 
Ave is a north/south roadway running parallel to West Shore Blvd and 
provides an alternate north-south traffic circulation route for the Port 
Tampa area.  The project would tie into the existing extension of 
Richardson Ave.
